City Council failed to provide a 2% inflationary increase for community child care 
programs in the 2007 City budget.

Over the past 12 years child care programs have not had budget increases that 
have kept pace with the rising costs of food, rent, heat, hydro, staff wages, 
program supplies and equipment and make it difficult for child care centres to 
continue to deliver high quality programs to children.  
 
I urge you to do the right thing by children and families and ensure that our child 
care programs receive the same 2% increase that all other community based 
services in our City received in the 2007 City budget. It just seems fair!
