c.)  PSAC Survey

A discussion occurred as to how transgendered and transsexual people should complete the self identification part of the survey.  It was suggested that they would likely identify themselves in terms of the sexual identity that they are transgendering into.
d.)  GLBT Zone in Gatineau

It was decided that we would work closely with CRAPO to advance this project.  Municipal elections are slated for later this fall so politically this is the time to act.
A sub-committee made up of Larry R., Francois Z., Daniel C., and Jacques M. will work on this project and report back to the Committee as things progress.

e.)  Anti-Homophobia Day

We will be giving feedback to the producers of the posters on their communications strategy.  

f.)  PSAC Convention in Vancouver

Charlene will try to book a room for a Pride caucus meeting during the Convention.

g.)  Notice of Elections

Elections for the two Co-chairs and the Treasurer will be held at the next Pride Committee meeting in March.  Notice to this effect will be sent out and posted on our website.

Karoline K. gave a brief report.  The OFL will be having its first ever Pride Conference later this year.  It will be held in Toronto May 22, 23 and 24.  Delegates come from each affiliated local.  Registration will be $125.00 and the format is as follows.  There will be three panelists followed by 6 discussion groups who will work on developing action plans around key issues.  These will be shared on Sunday.
