Will Felepchuk, a young artist, poet and traveler, presented the KONZO Project (A.S.P.V.)
 Niger.  This literacy campaign for women living in Goudel and villages around Niamey aims to educate young Nigerian women and children, who have trouble finding jobs that pay an acceptable wage.  As a result, they are limited as to what they can do for a living (the market, the fields and sometimes the sex trade).
KONZO is an association consisting of 10 students intent on improving the quality of life of their neighbours, especially women and children.  They launched two literacy programs in their communities (4 months in 2007 and 4 months in 2008-2009).  As a result, more than 120 underprivileged women are now able to read and write French, and several women will be able to start up their own business-SME and land better jobs.
The committee promised to work jointly with Will to do fundraisings for the coming year.
