The meeting was called to order at 17 :33

Previous Minutes: 
The minutes from the previous meeting were approved as amended to indicate that the committee authorized the expenditure of funds for outreach items including CCOHS booklets, mouse pads, banners, pens, umbrellas, and IPODS. The committee authorized the purchase of three ipods which are to be used for draws at the national health and safety conference at the outreach room for this region.
1. National Health and Safety Conference

The NCR H&S committee will have an outreach room for three nights. We do not know if it will be a suite or a meeting room. The cost will be about $200 and night which will be paid for out of committee funds. We can have a table in the registration area if we want one. The table could be used for handouts, to display a banner etc.

Réjean will staff the room on Thursday night from 20:00 – 21:30. Staffing schedules for the rest will be determined on Thursday evening.

Réjean will supply the snacks, beverages, utensils, etc. and will bill the committee.

Flipcharts, stationary supplies, etc. will be provided by Dominic.
The outreach room will have copies of the CCOHS guides and assorted promotional materials. Examples of documents from the HRSDC website may also be made available.
Maria Fitzpatrick (NCR REVP) will be attending the conference and has been invited to attend out outreach room.

A template has been prepared by the national office as a guide to regional caucuses. Regions may use it or not as they wish. The draft three year plan will be presented to the caucus.
2. Budget
Regional council approved a budget for the NCR health and safety committee of $3,000. It is expected that this amount will be repeated in each of the next three years.

The committee does not know how much money will be given to it from the PSAC national office.

570 CCOHS booklets on different topics have been ordered and received. The total cost was $6500.
The following has also been ordered and received for a total of $3500:

· 150 mouse pads with the regional health and safety logo.

· 2 banners with the regional health and safety logo.

· 100 umbrellas with the regional health and safety logo.

· 250 pens with the regional health and safety logo.

The committee has authorized the purchase of up to 100 sweatshirts or fleece vests with the regional health and safety logo for a maximum of about $4000.
Attendance at the CCOHS conference would be about $1000 per person. The committee agreed to subsidise up to 4 participants. The registration fees will total about  $1800 which will be paid out of this year’s budget because the deadline for registration is December 15. The loss of salary will paid out of next year’s budget.
3. H1N1

Departments are starting to issue information about H1N1. The PSAC will be publishing Frequently Asked Questions (FAQ) on the national PSAC website.
4. CCOHS Conference

The CCOHS will be sponsoring a health and safety conference in March 8 and 9 2009, in Gatineau. The committee has decided to sponsor up to four members to attend. The committee will pay leave without pay and salary replacement. Hotel rooms will not be provided. Meal and parking allowances will not be paid as they are included in the cost of the registration. Information will be made available at the PSAC National Health and Safety Conference. Participants will be encouraged to attempt to obtain leave with pay from their employers based on the fact that this will provide them with heath training.
5. Health and Safety Dinner

The annual ODLC health and safety dinner will be on December 01, 2009 at the Chimo hotel. The price is $40 per person. The committee will buy six seats. There will be a cash bar a 18:00 with the meal served at 18:45.
Dominic will contact activists to see who would like to attend the dinner.

6. Regional health and safety conference
The committee would like to have the NCRC regional health and safety conference in January or February 2011. This information will be made available to participants at the national health and safety conference.
