	8. Education Committee Chair and Alternate elections

It was proposed that the Education Committee move to a co-chair model – perhaps on linguistic or Ontario-Québec basis.  The following comments were offered: the Education Committee has previously attempted a co-chair model – and this has proven to be unsuccessful; co-chairing makes it difficult to ensure continuity; if additional work must be taken on by the Committee, form sub-committees for specific projects; placing too many conditions on the criterion to be Chair can limit access to this role;  the rationale for having the Chair be an NCRC member at large is to ensure education has a direct voice on the Council; it was noted that the REVP has assigned portfolios to all members at large 

Motion adopted to leave the Chair and Alternate model as is.
